Kaitany runs away with Syttende Mai

They were back there some-
where. Had to be.

Yet the minutes passed, and
Richard Kaitany had to savor
his Syttende Mai Run win by
himself. Nothing to do but take
in a little water, munch an
orange, and answer the ques-
tions.

“It's a tough run,” Kaitany said.
“After | gotto the halfway point, |
ran just to finish.”

Kaitany, a native of Kenya and
an lowa State graduate student,
is a man of apparently few
words, and who can blame him
after a 20-mile run, up hill and
down, in 1 hour, 43 minutes, 21
seconds.

A world-class runner who
clocked 2:14 in the 1984 Chi-
cago marathon, Kaitany took
control of the race almost from
the start at the state Capitol, but
headwinds and fairly warm
running temperatures kept him
from breaking the 1983 record
time of 1:40.20.

“| had fun,” Kaitany said after
running his first-ever 20 mile
race.

Finally, number two came in.
Madison’s Dave Allen, winner
of the race in 1984 and ’85,
finished nearly three minutes
behind Kaitany, hitting the
Mandt Park finish line in
1:46.17. Allen, deciding just a

few days before the race to run,
had recently run in the US.
Olympic Marathon Trials in
New Jersey.

Allen said winds kept him from
staying close to Kaitany's
pace.

“The wind was terrible,” Alien
said, “the worst I've ever seen
here.”

Jim Ingold, a three-time win-
ner and holder of the course
record, came in third with atime
of 1:49.11, folloed by Peter
Dodd’s 1:49.17.

Chris Bebow of Madison was
the first woman to finish, cross-
ing in 2:08.24.

Between sips of water and
congratulatory remarks,
Richard Kaitany of Kenya tried
to convince those who would
listen that his performance
wasn't all that impressive.

He’'d have a hard time convin-
cing the 1,300 runners and
countless spectators who were
there that that was the case.

An lowa State graduate stu-
dent and world-class marath-
oner, Kaitany led from start to
finish to capture the 16th
annual Syttende mai Run Sat-
urday. Kaitany, 31, covered the
20-mile, Madison -to- Stough-
ton course in 1 hour, 43
minutes, 21 seconds..

Chris Bebow of Madison
pulled away to win the women’s
race in 2:08.24.

“| had a lot of fun,” Kaitany
said.

But he made the race a painin
the shins for his fellow competi-
tors.

Race organizers and running
enthusiasts alike had billed the
race as a two-man duel

between Kaitany and three-
time winner and record holder
Jim Ingold of Monticello.

When Madison’s Dave Allen,
who won in 1984 and ’85,

decided Thursday to compete

a fantastic finish - and new
record - seemed inevitable.

Neither came about.

Kaitany moved out in front at
the start. Three miles into the
race, he had a substantial lead
on everyone but Allen and
Ingold.

A Dblistering sub-5-minute-
mile pace the first five miles put
Kaitany ahead of Ingold‘s 1983
record time of 1:40.20. But a
strong headwind and tempera-
ture in the 60s killed any
chance of a record on the hilly
course, Kaitany said.

“It's a very tough run,” said
Kaitany, who ran a 2:14 in the
1984 Chicago Marathon. “After
| hit the halfway point, | ran just
to finish.”

Kaitany skipped the Boston
Marathon earlier this spring,
because hes was overweight
and out of shape.

Those problems appeared to
be a thing of the past Satur-
day.

“He just blew us away,” Alien
said. “He was 10 miles better
than the rest of us. He's in a
class by himself.”

The dominant runner in this
area for much of the decade,
Allen’s last minute decision to
run was based largely on Kaita-
ny’s presence.

Allen admitted it probably
wasn’t based on logic. Just
three weeks ago, Allen ran in
the U.S. Olympic Marathon
Trials in New Jersey.

His strategy in the Syttende
Mai was to stay close and hope
Kaitany would tire. For 10 miles,
Allen thought he had a chance.
But by the 15-mile mark, Kai-
tany had pushed his lead to 200
yards, and Allen’s legs were
running on empty.

Allen’s plight wasn’t helped by
the windy conditions or the
tough terrain.

“The wind was terrible, the
worst I've ever seen it here,”
Allen said. “And | had forgotten
how tough this course is. You
keep thinking this hill has gotto
be the last one, but it never is.”

Despite all that, Allen finished
second in 1:46.17, while Ingold,
who was hobbled by a left knee
on which he had surgery three
months ago, was third in
1:49.11.

Kaitany plans on running 20
kilometer and half marathons
this summer and avoid the
track. He may race in a mar-
athon this fall. He said he used
Saturday’s race as a measuring
stick to see how his workouts
were coming.

Full strength or not, Allen said
it's good the race can attract
runners the caliber of Kaitany.

“It'll only give the race a better
name,” he said.

With  two-time defending
champion Mary Gellerup get-
ting married, the women’s race
figured to be anybody’s to win.
It's just that no one figured
Bebow was the person to grab
it, Bebow included.

A cartographer for the U.S.
Geological Survey, Bebow, 27,
took control at the seven-mile
mark and was never chal-
lenged. Not bad for someone
who hadn’t broken the 2:20
barrier in either of her two pre-
vious Syttende Mai runs.

“l ran through the entire win-
ter,” Bebow said. “l ran in the
rain. | ran in the slush. | put in
alot of hard work.”

“| came here wanting to win
bad.” ‘

The only scare Bebow had
during the race came as she
entered Stoughton. As she was
nearing the finish line, a few
spectators told her she was the
third woman to enter the city
limits.

Bebow later found out the two
women ahead of her were
competing in the 17-mile walk,
which started 30 minutes
before the run.

“I hadn’t seen anybody pass
me so | couldn’t believe there
was someone ahead of me,”
Bebow said. “l thought, I've run
this hard just to finish third.
What a waste!”

Ann Courtney of Prairie du
Chien was second in 2:11.36.
Monticello’s Monica Theis was
third in 2:13.13 and Jocelyn
Purtell of Middleton, fourth in
2:16.28.

The most impressive perfor-
mance, however, may have
come from James McNulty of
Cottage Grove.

His time of 2:16.01 had a ple-
thora of runners shaking their
head and murmuring in amaz-
ment. McNulty is 72.

Therace and 17-mile walk - in
its second year — drew more
than 1,800 competitors com-
