Allen, Purtell pace Syttende Mai

STOUGHTON - Hadthis not beenthe
Syttende Mai Run, Dave Allen of Madi-
son might have trotted into a festive
Mandt Park on Saturday morning think-
ing he was in the neighborhood of Fen-
way Park in Boston.

Had Allen not seen women wearing
Norwegian outfits as he trotted past the
bakery on Main Street, he might have
sworn this was the Boston Marathon all
over again.

Overcast skies. Shortness of breath.
Sore legs. And Mark Meyers.

Qops, one problem. No Meyers. Allen
had recorded a record-tying third Syt-
tende Maivictory and Meyers had yetto
pass the A&W along the main drag.

The clock at the finish line of this 20-
mile, Madison-to-Stoughton jaunt
showed this 1o be the most one-sided
Syttende Mai of the decade. Allen's
winning time of 1 hour, 42 minutes and
58 seconds was a whopping 8:11 faster
than Meyers, 26, of Milwaukee.

“He killed me today,” Meyers said.
“He took control of the race at about a
mile-and- a-half and { was pretty sure he
was going to have a good one.”

A month ago, however, the running
shoe was on the other foot.

At the Boston Marathon — that 26
mile, 385-yard granddaddy of 'em all -
Meyers finished about 1 minute ahead
Allen to earn the honor of top finish by a
Wisconsin runner,

The results of Saturday’s rematch had
nothing to do with the Syltende Mai
being a short course.

“i think being a little bit more familiar
with the course is an advantage,” said
Allen, 33, who won back-to-back titles in
1984 and 1985. “You hear about how
toughitis so the tendency is to hold way
back.”

Maybe. Yet, Meyers had run the race
before ~ “but | won't admit to it."

OK, so last years time of 2:10:12
didnt exactly make Meyers the obvious
choice to challenge, But the course was
to his liking.

“'m betteronhills,” Meyers said. “Ifit's
atight pack, I'llwork the uphills because
I'm strong on them and try to break
people down psychologically.”

This was anything but a tight pack. At
the pace Alien was setting, Meyers felt
fortunate to be inthe same area code as
his rival.

Al the 4-mile mark, Allen had a 1:30

lead. At the 10-mile mark, he had in-
creased it to 3:45.

“I decided then that second was good
enough for me today,” said Meyers, who
crossed the finish line 1:05 ahead of
Whitewater runner David Fisher.

William Wilkey of Madison, a perennial
top 10finisher, wasthere again. He placed
fourth in 1:52.40.

With victory in hand, Allen - still feeling
the effects of his Boston run — decided to
ease up.

“| could feel the marathon in my legs
foday,” Allen said. “I didn't have a chance
towarmup so | went out pretty easy. | got
pretty tightinthe calves toward the middie
of the race so | had to back off a little bit."

Allen’s time was about 3.5 minutes
betier than his runner-up effort of a year
ago, but 38 seconds slower than his
winning effort of 1985. The clocking was
also 2.5 minutes shy of Jim Ingold's 1983
record of 1;40:20.

“If there is any record that's going to
stand for a long, long time, it's the record
on this course,” said Allen, who joins in-
gold and Tom Aniczak as three-tim
champions. ’

“We had a cool, dry day that year,” he
said. “l took about 23 minutes off my best
time and 1 ran the race in gym shoes.
There was something peculiar about that
day and ontop of it, Ingold ran an incred-
ible race.”
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If there was an eye-catching effort
turned in Saturday, it was likely the prod-
uct of Jocelyn Purtell - the women's
champion who lives in Winnetka, |II.

Her time of 2:09:07 was more than 7
minutes faster than her 1988 effort and
5 minutes faster than runner-up Monica
Theis of Middleton.

“ had no intention of winning,” Purtell
said. “ | was just going to see how | felt
when | got out there. And | loved it."

And it showed.

Purtell, 25, a former St. Norbert Col-
lege athlete, assumed the lead at about
the 10-mile mark. Five miles later, how-
ever, she started to feel somewhat
uneasy.

“It was really humid out there,” Purtell
said. “It wasn't that hot and there was a
little bit of a wind, but the humidity just
kills you.”

Atotalof 1,093 runners — of all abilities
and handicaps — completed the 20-mile
course which started amid the bustle of
the Farmer's Market on Madison’s
Capitol Square.

The mostinspirational effort of the day
belonged to Jack Wallace, a Muskego
resident confined to a wheelchair.

Wallace, a veteran of these events,
was the 17th person to cross the finish
line, his blackened gloves showing the
sign of 1:59:18 spent negotiating the
demanding course.
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Make a run to Stoughton

The number of runners circling
Madison’s lakes is muitiplying like dan-
delions as they prepare for the 17th
annual Syttende Mai Run, a grueling 20-
mile race from Madison to Stoughton.

The run,which draws some ofthe best
runners in the Midwest, is Saturday. It
starts at the Capitol Square at 8 a.m.

Inthe firstyear of this race, fewwomen
entered. Those who did were not ai-
lowed 1o run more than seven miles. My,
how times have changed.

I have run the hilly 20-miles course
four consecutive years and am pleased
1o report that | have had plenty of female
company.

This year, about 1,100 runners are
expected. One of every four will be
female, according tothe race director Ed
Hutchins.

An accompanying 17-mile walk has
about 600 entries. Three of every four
are women.

Thewinningtime onthe runforwomen
has dropped by 26 minutes over the
years. In 1980 Lorraine Moller, a New
Zealand native from Minneapolis, placed
16th overall and set the women's world
record for 20 miles {1:55.36) on this
course.

Most women running the race don’t
have such lofty goals. Most like me, are
in the 30 to 39 age range. We grew up
beforethe eraof women's sports. Infact,
my all-girl Catholic high school discour-
aged us from sweating in gym class.

For many of us, running is our first
taste of athletic competition. That com-
petition might be strictly with ourselves.
We want to just finish the race and earn
the T-shirt. There are some who are out
1o beat last year's time, and some are
out {o beat the competition.

Regardless of the goal, running Syt-
tende Mai takes a big training commit-
ment. Months before race day runners
are oul in the cold, wind, snow and rain
putting in their miles.

Training for Syttende Maiwas the first
real physical goal | had ever set for my-
self, not counting getting through labor
and delivery three times. On days when
my legs begged for relief, or when child
carewas hardtofind, it was that goalthat
made it easier to close the door behind
me and get on with the next training run.

Training with others is another incen-
tive. Camaraderie develops that is hard
to duplicate. It's important to share train-

ing schedules, race sirategies, setbacks
and victories with other runners.

Some first-time women runners are
lucky to be part of a training legacy. My
friend, Jan Zimmerman, helped me train.
I, in turn, helped Andrea Urbon train for
her first run.

This race has opened my eyes to the
capabilities of women of all ages. The 50-
54 age group record time is faster than |
could ever think of running. Knowing how
busy and complex our lives are today, it is
remarkable how many people make fit-
ness a priority.

Marriages can be affected by the kind
of commitment long-distance running de-
mands. | dont know which marriages
have the most stress — those in which
both spouses train, are exhausted and
half-obsessed, orthose inwhich one runs
and the other is baffled.

Anticipation and excitement builds in
runners who surround the Capitol before
the race. That energy begins to be re-
leased at the sound of the starting gun. |
hope to have enough of it left the last half-
hour of my three-hour run.

&

There are at least 20 hills on the
course. At 16 miles, you feel you should
be in Denver by now. | think the scenery
is beautiful, but | know the cracks in the
road better.

The cheering celebrants of the town
are always a welcome sight. The hill on
Main Street is not. Nothing is more wel-
come than the finish line and the boxes
of T-shirts. My goal during one Sytitende
Mairace became being coherentenough
to remember the size of T-shirt | needed.

But there's nothing quite like the feel-
ing of pride you get when you finish. If |
had the energy | would raise my fist in
celebration and shout, “| did it"”

instead, I've crossed the finish line to
hearmy youngest crying, “Mommy,” and
the othertwo are clamoring for flunch. My
husband, Tim, has run his fastest time
but is resting in the medical tent.

1 don't sit down for an hour. | begin to
contemplate turning around and running
back to Madison. | know for a fact it's
downhill. And I'd have a great shirt to
wear.
